o Teachers must complete Region 7 ESC EcoLand Teacher Certification training
prior an EcoLand Experience.
o Teachers are responsible for training any additional adult volunteers.
o Teachers are responsible for verifying that each volunteer has a current
background check on file and has met all other campus/district
requirements.

Learning center activities are an extension of the classroom and should be treated
accordingly.

Teachers and volunteers are responsible for facilitating learning activities.

o E: Wind & Solar
